When the fan is turned off or powered off, it will run in the state before 
turning off or power off when the power is powered on again (the timing 
function is not memorized). 

Automatic reset function for shaking head in standby mode
In standby mode, shaking head automatically returns to normal.

Forced shutdown
There is no operation during the running of the fan, after 15 hours of 
continuous operation, the fan will be forced to shut down automatically.

In smart wind mode,      lights up and blue indicator lights up, and the 
wind power is automatically adjusted according to changes in ambient 
temperature. 

The indicator light turns on indicating that the machine is in standby 
mode and the power plug is plugged in. 
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Remote control button description 
The remote control should be normally used within 5 meters of the front of the
product and 30 degrees of the deviation angle.
