2.1 Handle of vacuum tubing blockage 
If the suction power of the appliance suddenly drops or the 

operation stops, the dust container has not been emptied for a 

long time or a large amount of dust at once, the parts shown 

below may become clogged with dust. User can remove the 

dust stuck with tweezers or disposable chopsticks (circled 

parts). 

2.2 Clean of main unit and accessories 
User can wipe off the dirt with a dry soft cloth. If the dirt is 

difficult to remove, it can be cleaned with a diluted neutral 

detergent, and then wiped with a damp cloth to prevent the 

detergent from remaining on the main unit and accessories.
