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4.4. Dispense water

. Electric pump: Press the “Lock / Release” key, the lock / release indicator will be on. Put a cup
under dispensing spout and press the “Pour” key to dispense water. The dispense function
will be locked automatically after the “Pour” key is released for 10 seconds.

. Cup Push: Press the “Lock / Release” key, the lock / release indicator will be on. Put a cup
under dispensing spout and push the “Cup Push” button by the cup to dispense water.
The thermo pot will be locked automatically after the “cup push” button is released for 10
seconds.

¥ Itis normal if there are few water drops after releasing the “Pour” key or “Cup Push” button.
Make sure the water has stopped dispensing before removing the cup from the dispensing
spout.

¥ If the unit is unplugged, water cannot be dispensed.

4.5. Sleep mode setting

. This appliance is with the built-in energy saving sleep mode setting. If there is no operation
or boiling water by reconnecting the power, the thermo pot will automatically enter the
energy saving sleep mode. The keep-warm function will turn off and all the indicator will be
off. Press any key to restart the thermo pot and it will enter the boiling process. After boiling,
the thermo pot will switch to keep-warm mode.

4. Operation Instructions
4.1. First use

When the unit is new, it may have smell due to the new packing. The smell will gradually
disappear with time.

Before first use, it is recommended to clean the inner pot by boiling water. After boiled,
press “Pour” key to dispense half of the hot water to clean the water dispense system and
then empty the inner pot.

X For first use, please do not use lemon or critric acid to clean the inner pot otherwise if may
cause color change on the inner pot of the thermo pot.
4.2. Fill water

Open the lid and fill cool water into the thermo pot.
Beware the water level must not exceed the full water level.
After filled water, close the lid securely until a snap sound is heard.

4.3. Boil/Reboil = Keep warm or Temperature declining (Cooling)

Plug in both ends of the power cord tightly into the appliance and the power socket. The
thermo pot will automatically enter the boiling process. The reboil indicator will be on, 85°C
indicator will flash.

When the water is boiling, press “Select” key to set the keep warm temperature,
the corresponding keep warm indicator will flash and the setting sequence will be:
85°C—65°C—55°C—45°C—Temp. declining—95°C. The thermo pot will keep warm at 85°C
automatically if keep warm temperature is not set.

After boiled, the reboil indicator will be off, the thermo pot will switch to keep-warm mode
automatically, the corresponding keep warm indicator will be flash until the water reach
the keep warm temperature. When the water temperature cool down to the keep warm
temperature, the corresponding keep warm indicator will be on.

If you selected Temp. declining(cooling) function, the temp. declining indicator will flash
until the water reach 40°C or below, the temp. declining indicator will be on.

If you need to reboil the water, please make sure water must be above the refill level before
reboiling, otherwise water should be refilled. Press the “Reboil” key, the reboil indicator will
be on and the corresponding keep warm indicator will flash.

After reboiled, the reboil indicator will be off, the thermo pot will switch to keep-warm
mode automatically. The corresponding keep warm indicator will be flash until the water
reach the keep warm temperature. When the water temperature cool down to the keep
warm temperature, the corresponding keep warm indicator will be on.

Temp. dedlining (cooling) status means the keep warm function is deactivated, water will
gradually cool down to room temperature.
